Congratulations on becoming a Webelos.  You are about to greatest adventure of your life so far.  As a Webelos, you aren’t quite a Cub Scout any more and your aren’t quite a Boy Scout.  You are somewhere in the middle.  You will spend the next 2 years learning what it means to be a Boy Scout.

As a Webelos you have greater powers.  You will be able to do more things with boys, instead of parents (instead of a 1-1 ratio, Webelos only requires a 3-1 ratio).  You can have den camping trips and even camp with Boy Scouts.  After going through the classes, you will be able to work with fire and knives and hike farther into the forrest than you could imagine.

As Spiderman’s Uncle Ben said, “With great powers comes great responsibilities.”  You are now the leaders of the Pack.  All of the cubbies will look up to you.  They will look to you to show them how to be a big kid.  Whether you realize it or not, you will serve as role models.  You will be expected to use your knife and fire skills to help with the preparation of meals on trips.  You will show the younger kids how to properly respect and care for flags.  And you will form patrols to watch and make sure that everything is good at campsites.
What a couple of years you have in store for you.

This document is intended to guide you through the Webelos years.  By following the steps, you will earn your Webelos patch and your Arrow of Light.  More importantly, you will be ready when you graduate from the 5th grade and Webelos to be a Boy Scout.  Your parents and Pack will be very proud.


What do I need to do to earn a Webelos Badge?

· What is the meaning of the Webelos Badge?
· The Webelos badge is like the emblem on your Webelos cap, except that it also has the word "Webelos" and the Scout badge. The emblem is made up of a gold Scout badge with a blue "W," for Webelos, on it. It shows that you are moving from Cub Scouting to Boy Scouting.

· When do you wear the uniform and when do you not wear it.
Wear your uniform:

· To all den meetings and pack meetings.

· On campouts and other den activities.

· At den service projects.

· During Anniversary Week in February.

The Webelos uniform may not be worn:

· When you are involved in any distinctly political activity

· When you are appearing on the stage professionally

· When you are participating in demonstrations not authorized by the Boy Scouts of America.

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· Scout handshake - Extend your left hand to another Scout and firmly grasp his left hand.  (Only use this handshake when both people are in uniform)

As an American, I will do my best to -

· Be clean in my outdoor manners

· Be careful with fire

· Be considerate in the outdoors, and

· Be conservation minded.
· Plan and lead a flag ceremony in your den that includes the U.S. flag.
· Earn Aleph or
· 2 of the following:
· Attend the mosque, church, synagogue, temple, or other religious organization of your choice, talk with your religious leader about your beliefs. Tell your family and your Webelos den leader what you learned.

· Discuss with your family and Webelos den leader how your religious beliefs fit in with the Scout Oath and Scout Law, and what character-building traits your religious beliefs have in common with the Scout Oath and Scout Law.

· With your religious leader, discuss and make a plan to do two things you think will help you draw nearer to God. Do these things for a month.

· For at least a month, pray or meditate reverently each day as taught by your family, and by your church, temple, mosque, synagogue, or religious group.

· Under the direction of your religious leader, do an act of service for someone else. Talk about your service with your family and Webelos den leader. Tell them how it made you feel.

· List at least two ways you believe you have lived according to your religious beliefs

What do I need to do to earn my Arrow of Light?

· Repeat from memory and explain in your own words the Scout Oath or Promise and the 12 points of the Scout Law
· Give and explain the Scout motto, slogan, sign, salute, and handshake
· Describe the first class badge
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· Understand the significance of the First Class Scout badge. Shape - The three-point design of the top half is like the north point of an old sailor's compass. This shows that a Scout is able to point the right way in life as truly as the compass points it in the field.
· 3-points - The three points of the trefoil are like the three fingers used in the Scout sign. They stand for the three parts of the Scout Oath: duty to God & country; duty to others; duty to yourself.
· The eagle and shield - national emblem of the US, stand for freedom and a Scouter's readiness to defend that freedom
· 2 stars - The two stars stand for truth and knowledge of the Scouting movement. They guide you by night and suggest a Scout's outdoor life
· Scroll - The scroll is turned up at the ends to remind us of the corners of a Scout's mouth raised in a smile as he does his duty. The Scout motto is printed across the scroll
· Knot - The knot attached to the bottom of the scroll represents the Scout slogan, Do a Good Turn Daily.
