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Introduction
The distinctive Blue and Gold uniform sets a Scout apart.  When a Scout walks through a store in uniform, people take notice and immediately offer respect.  The uniform shows that the young man is a member of the world's largest boys' organization - "The Boy Scouts of America." 
The uniform also does these things for a boy:

· It reminds him to live up to the Cub Scout Promise, Law of the Pack, and Motto – “Do Your Best”.

· It encourages neat, orderly appearance as well as proper behavior.

· It provides the primary place for proper display of Scout badges and awards.

· It reminds the Scout of the steps along the Scouting trail and encourages him to continue into Boy Scouting.
We are lucky in Marietta to be home of the 2nd largest Boy Scout store in the country.  It has a wonderful selection and knowledgeable staff.  It is possible to get elements cheaper, but not much.  When purchasing a uniform, walk into the BSA store and find an employee.  Working through the insignias is daunting.  Let them work through it.

Uniform Checklist

We are a top half unit.  You do not require pants or socks.  We do NOT use den numbers.  It may also be possible to get your hats, neckerchief, neckerchief slides and belt buckles through our uniform exchange at our annual registration meeting (ask the Cub Master).

· Scout Shirt (Tiger, wolf and bear shirts are blue.  Webelos shirts are tan).  

· Unit numerals (1800)

· Council patch (Atlanta Council)

· World Crest (Dark blue)

· Epaulets (staff can point you to right ones)
· Neckerchief (den specific) *

· Neckerchief slide  (den specific) *

· Belt

· Belt buckle  (den specific) *

· Hat  (den specific) *

· Scout handbook   (den specific – we supply handbooks for tigers)

· Patch Magic (optional)

* These items may be available for free through the pack’s uniform exchange.

Once you bring the uniform home, you need to get the patches on the uniform.  We are sorry.  This can be done by sewing or patch magic.  Either works.  Patch Magic patches can’t be transferred to a larger uniform, but they are much easier.
