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Introduction

Every year Pack 1800 selects a Webelos II to serve as Pack Flag Master.  Flags are one of the most important elements of Scouting and this young man is responsible for leading the other  boys in flag etiquette and knowledge.
The primary responsibility of this job is leading the flag ceremonies at all Pack events.  He may also be involved with other flag related events such as flag retirement, outdoor flag raising, flag lowering, an Memorial Day Flagging.  While we haven’t done this in the past, the Flag Master could even be involved with our den meetings when lower ranked boys are introduced to flag ceremonies and etiquette.  In general, the Flag Master is responsible for leading flags for the Pack.
Flag Ceremony

At the beginning of every Pack event, we have a opening flag ceremony
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	Cubmaster:
	(Boy’s Name), front and center.
(Scout approaches the Cubmaster. Scout salutes and Cubmaster returns salute)

	Cubmaster:
	Prepare to present the Colors.

	Scout:
	Will the audience please rise for the presentation of the colors.
Colorguards advance.
As American flag approaches, the scout says:)
Cub Scout Salute.
(After the American flag passes, scout says:)
Two.
(Everyone drops their salute. When in position at flag standards, scout says:)
Prepare to post the colors.
(Colorguards place the end of the pole in the standard, but do not insert the pole)
Post the colors.
(Colorguards place poles in standard)
Will the audience please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Cub Scout Salute.

	All:
	(Recite the Pledge of Allegiance)

	Scout:
	Two.
(Salute is dropped)
Will the audience please join me in the Cub Scout Promise.
(Cub Scout Sign)

	All:
	(Recite the Cub Scout Promise)
I, (name), promise to do my best 
To do my duty to God and my country, 
To help other people, and 
To obey the Law of the Pack.

	Scout:
	Colorguards return to posts. The audience may be seated.
