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Introduction

One of the best perks of Scouting is the Scout summer camps.  During the summer the Council and District offer camps for scouts.  These camps are generally very cheap and wonderful experiences.  Scouts who go to the camps one year usually repeat.  There are typically day camps and several day camp in camps available.
The job of Summer Camp Coordinator does not typically require hands on work.  The job typically consists of gathering information on these camps and coordinating volunteers/leaders as required (coordinating, not coercing). 

The actual camps available may vary per year.  This document will scan the camps that are currently available.

District Day Camp
Foothills District runs an annual day camp that runs for one week over the summer.  Folks who attend rave about it.  It is jam packed with achievement type stuff.  It is run in the Marietta area, so it is convenient.  The cost is extremely low, but there is a catch.  They require that there is 1 adult volunteer for every few boys (in 2010 it was 1 adult for 4 boys).  It is possible to send a different parent each day.  There is also a section for Tigers, but that requires an adult for every camper.

Webelos Woods

Every summer the Council runs a number of 4 day camp outs for Webelos (Webelos Woods).  Folks who have gone tell me that this is incredible training for Boy Scouts and a great motivator.  The boys learn what it is like to camp as a small, self-sufficient group and march through achievements.   There’s no hotel.  Boys camp in the woods at Bert Adams, but the actually camping is kept to a minimum.  Adult supervision for the week is required, but since it is a Webelos event, a 1 to 1 ratio is not required.
Camping Coordinator Role

The coordinator’s role has four parts: finding out what camping is available, passing the information on to the Scouts, serving as a cheerleader/motivator to get scouts to go to the camps and coordinating attendance with the Camp.

There are other things that can be done beyond the basic responsibilities.  The camps are always asking for people to help organize the events.  Additionally, the District holds monthly meetings for a while to help plan and coordinate the events.  These are not requirements of the position.
