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My Family

Location

While this event can be held just about anywhere, we like doing it in library community rooms.  These rooms set a good mood of “information” for the boys.  The rooms are readily available and free for use by the Cub Scouts.  Walk up to the information desk and ask.  If you want to be prepared,  there is a reservation form available on the Pack web site (cob libraries - http://www.pack1800.com/Documents/Library.jpg).

Supplies
· Construction paper
· Markers or crayons

· Scissors

· Glue sticks

· 1 book on family (details under prep)

Goals

· 1D - Make a family scrapbook

· 1G - Go to a library, historical society, museum, old farm, or historical building, or visit an older person in your community. Discover how family life was the same and how it was different many years ago.
There is also a merit requirement of going to a library and getting a library card (can’t find it right now).  This is an easy day to do that.
Preparation
· You need to have one story to read at the beginning of the event.  The theme of the event is family.  Any book about family will do the trick.
· You need to make up a sample scrapbook.  Start by making a family tree with pictures at all of the positions (or draw them).  Make a title page.  Make page 2 your family tree.  Make a couple more pages with pictures of your family.
· At the site, layout construction paper and gear on tables.

Boys Need to Bring

· Photocopies of pictures of their ancestors (father, mother, grandparents)
· Photocopies of pictures of their family

Room Setup

There are 2 work areas for this event.  You need a comfortable sitting area where the boys can sit together and have a story read to them.

You need a construction area where the boys can work on an art project with paper and markers and scissors. 
Activity
· Gather the boys into a circle on the floor.  Tell them that you will be talking today about families.  Ask them why families are important.  
· Read a book to them about the importance of family.

· Talk to boys about the concept of a family tree (ancestor tree).  Show the boys your family tree page.  This can be a discussion of the importance of moms and dads and kids.

· Show them that the rest of your book is made up of pictures of your family.

· Have boys go to table and make their own trees and scrapbooks.

· (If at library) Return to story area.  Ask boys where they are.   Why are libraries important?  In addition to books, they have storytelling, movies and even videos.  Talk about library cards and encourage them.

· If time allows, have the boys come back to the floor and show off their scrapbooks.
